INTRODUCTION (12 pt)
The main text format consists of a flat left-right columns on A4 paper (quarto). The margin text from the left and top are 2.5cm, right and bottom are 2 cm. The manuscript is written in Microsoft Word, single space, Time New Roman 12pt and between 15 to 25 pages.
The title of the article should contain fewest possible words that accurately describe the content of the paper. Indexing and abstracting services depend on the accuracy of the title, extracting from it keywords useful in cross-referencing and computer searching. An improperly titled paper may never reach the audience for which it was intended, so be specific.

The introduction should provide a clear background, a clear statement of the problem, the relevant literature on the subject, the proposed approach or solution, and the new innovative value of the research. Organization and citation of the bibliography should be made in accordance to The Oxford University Standard for the Citation of Legal Authorities (OSCOLA) style. The terms in foreign languages should be written italic (italic). The text should be divided into sections, each with a separate heading and numbered consecutively. The section/subsection headings should be typed on a separate line, e.g., Introduction. Authors are suggested to present their articles in the section structure: Introduction - Methods - Results and Discussion – Conclusion - References. 
The introduction should provide the foreground of the issue that is discussed in the paper. This section should provide an elaboration on the background or situation that results in the urgency to write the paper, as well as a concise preliminary literature review to highlight the existing solution or research that will be contrasted or developed further through the findings and results of the author in the current research. As such, this section should also address clearly the problem that has not been answered in any other work, or the limitation of the previous researches in addition to the objectives that the research aim to achieve. Novelty and state of the art nature of the manuscript should be discussed in this section.

METHODS (12 pt)
This section should elaborate the approach, type, and data sources used in finding the answers to the problems presented in the previous section. For researches that utilize empirical method, the data gathering techniques as well as the method of data analysis should also be elaborated in detail to explain to other researchers about how the research results came to be. This section should as much as possible give an idea to the reader about the methods employed. The description of the course of research should be supported references, so the explanation can be accepted scientifically.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION (12 pt)

The result and discussion section should be written in narrative paragraphs, and where applicable, supported by relevant tables, graphs, or charts to present the data analysis. All tables, graphs, and charts should be presented horizontally, and should ensure legibility and readability of all tables, graphs and charts.
