Set the Purpose:

Remind children that an
opinion is what someone
thinks, feels, or believes about
something. An opinion cannot
be proved right or wrong.
When writers write opinion
pieces, they are telling how
they feel or what they believe.
Teach & Model:

Review that, when writing an
opinion piece, good writers
introduce the topic, state their
opinion clearly, give reasons to
support their opinion, and
include an ending statement to
provide closure. Say: Lo ultimo
que un escritor hace cuando
escribe una opinién es anadir
una oracion o dos para
concluir la propuesta de
opinion.

Prepare Remind children that in the
previous lesson, you wrote an introduction
and opinion statement for an opinion piece
and then supported the opinion with
reasons. Explain that today you will finish
your opinion piece by writing a closing.

Organize Review your draft from the
previous day with children. Ask them to
think about what information from the
opinion piece they should include in a
Closing.

Write Have children offer suggestions of a
closing sentence. Have the class vote to
choose a closing. Write the closing at the
end of the opinion piece and read it aloud.

Independent Practice

Have children review the opinion
they wrote on the previous day
and then write an appropriate
closing.

Collaborative Practice

Have children work in small
groups to help each other think of
a good closing sentence for each
group member’s opinion piece.

SHARE WRITING

Ask volunteers to share their
opinion piece with the class.
