e Stamp Pads — Tuxedo Black Memento Ink (132708)

e Stampin’ Blends: Balmy Blue (154830); Fresh Freesia (155518); Highland Heather (154887);
Lemon Lolly (161673); Darling Duckling (165288); Granny Apple Green (154885); Lemon Lime
Twist (161682)

e Misc. —Stylish Shapes Dies (159183), Tiny Bee Trinkets (164714); Stampin’ Cut & Emboss
Machine (149653); Multipurpose Liquid Glue (110755); Stampin’ Dimensionals (104430)

Measurements:
e Basic White Thick Cardstock: 8 /2" x 5 2”"; 4” x 5 V4"
e Balmy Blue Cardstock: 4 1/8”" x 5 3/8”
e Basic White Cardstock: scrap piece for sentiment die cut (~3/4” x 2”)

Instructions:

1. Score and fold the Basic White Thick cardstock at 4 742" to form the card base.

2. Stamp the Flowers Fair using Tuxedo Black Memento Ink onto the 4” x 5 4" Basic White Thick
cardstock panel.

3. Using the largest circle Stylish Shapes die, cut a circle from the middle of the stamped panel.
Color the flowers and leaves in the die-cut circle using the Stampin’ Blends.

4. Prepare the remaining stamped panel by using the Balmy Blue Light Blends to color the
background around the stamped images. Attach the background panel to the Balmy Blue
cardstock. Add the layered panels to the card front.

5. Align the flowers in the die-cut circle (from step 3) with the background panel flowers and
attach using Stampin’ Dimensionals

6. Stamp the Banner Sayings birthday sentiment onto the scrap of Basic White cardstock using
Tuxedo Black Memento ink and cut with the coordinating die.



7. Using adhesive, attach the sentiment by slipping the edge under the circle, and embellish the
card with the Tiny Bee Trinkets.
