Possesive Adjectives 
mi = my 
tu = your 

su = his/her/their/all of your

General Grammar 
●​ Most adjectives are said AFTER nouns and agree in GENDER AND NUMBER 

o​ John tiene una casa blanca 
o​ John tiene dos casas blancas 
o​ Mis libros son aburridos 

 
●​ Add ‘s’ to make words plural 
●​ Add ‘es’ to words that end in consonants  

o​ Papel → papeles​ universidad → universidades 
 

●​ El/la/los/las = The 
●​ Un/una = A 
●​ Unos/unas = Some 

 
●​ There is no ‘s in Spanish 
●​ Example: John’s house = La casa de John 

 
●​ Me gusta pollo 
●​ Me gustan pollos 
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
