Flickin Chicken 
Flickin’ Chicken has turned the game of golf on its beak by tossing out the golf balls 
and throwing in rubber chickens! This wacky party game starts off with players 
throwing the target disc as far as possible and then trying to toss the featherless 
rubber chickens onto the target in the least number of tries. The person with the 
lowest score after nine rounds wins! 

 
Corn Hole 
Cornhole is a lawn game in which players take turns throwing 16 ounce bags of corn 
kernels at a raised platform with a hole in the far end. A bag in the hole scores 3 
points, while one on the board scores 1 point. 
 
 

 
Badminton 
Badminton is a racquet sport played using racquets to hit a shuttlecock across a net. 
Although it may be played with larger teams, the most common forms of the game are

KanJam is a flying disc game, played with a flying disc and two cans into which 
players deflect the disc.
