Materials:   
~ 110 yards heavy worsted to bulky yarn 

Note: 
Scarf 
above 
was 
knit 
with 1 
ball of 
Joann 
Fabrics 
‘Angel 
Hair’. 

Size 10 knitting needles 
 
Size: One size fits all 
 
Gauge: Not important, but above scarf is Approx. 10 sts/4” 
 
Finished Measurements:  Length: 64”, Width: 4.5” 
 
 
Pattern (Brioche Stitch):  
 
Cast on 12 stitches.  
 
Row 1: (K1, Yf, Sl 1, Yb) repeat ending with a Yf, Sl 1. 
Row 2 and all subsequent rows: (K1, Yf, Sl 1, Yb, K2tog) repeat ending with a Yf, Sl 
1. 
 
Yf = bring yarn forward as if to purl 
Yb = bring yarn back over the needle (creating an extra yarn-over-like ‘stitch’. 
Sl 1 = Slip one stitch as if to purl 
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K2tog: Knit the next 2 stitches together, one of which will be the extra yarn-over-like 
‘stitch’ created above. 
 
Finishing: Weave in ends. 
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
