Instrument Rental 
We partner with two local music stores, Edmond Music (3400 S. Broadway in Edmond) and Palen Music (7701 Broadway 
Ext. in OKC) that offer Director-approved Instruments (see below) and outstanding customer service. While there are other 
options for obtaining a quality instrument, we do ask that you adhere closely to our approved instrument list or request 
approval for instrument models not listed below. When you shop with Edmond Music and Palen Music: 
 

●​ Shop online or in person 
●​ Everything you need for Beginning Band will be available for rent/purchase (except notebook items). 
●​ You can pay in cash, check (in person), or debit/credit card (online and in person). 

 
You can obtain your child’s instrument at any time, either online or in person. 
 
***There are other options for obtaining an instrument. However, one of the principal causes of student failure is an 
inferior instrument, so please allow a Cheyenne band teacher to approve an instrument that you already own or are 
looking to purchase, so that you are getting a quality instrument and a good deal.

●​ Horn Trader Co. (S. Western & Reno in downtown OKC) 
●​ We do not want band to be cost-prohibitive and will work to help you and your child find an instrument that will fit 

your needs or will help provide an instrument at little to no cost.

Flute – Yamaha YFL-261/262 (open hole with offset G) microfiber or silk flute swab, tuning rod  
Clarinet – Yamaha YCL-200AD, D’Addario XO mouthpiece, Rovner Dark Bb Clarinet Ligature, D’Addario Reserve or 
Vandoren Strength 2½ reeds, silk cleaning swab, 4 slot reed case, cork grease 
Trumpet – Yamaha YTR-2335 (silver, if available) w/Bach 5C or 3C mouthpiece, instrument care kit 
Trombone – Eastman ETB428 Intermediate Trombone w/Bach 6 ½ AL mouthpiece, instrument care kit 
Percussion –Ludwig LUD-LMXYLO 2.5 Octave Xylophone Kit, Mike Balter Model 5 mallets, IP-LD Lalo Davila Hickory 
Concert Snare Drumsticks, Innovative Percussion fundamental stick bag
