This second week should be a week filled with trial and error in regards to your 
design. Remember that it is important that you write down your results as you create your car and write 
down any changes that you make as you go through the trials.  
 
Objectives: Through this project you will…   
 
a) Design a mousetrap car that will travel a maximum speed/acceleration over a 10 foot race.  

b) Demonstrate an understanding of the physics principles incorporated in your design (in 
assessment).
