Introduction to Prefixes and Suffixes (10
minutes):

e Begin the lesson by explaining to students
that prefixes are letters or groups of letters
added to the beginning of a word to change
its meaning, while suffixes are added to the
end of a word.

e Use simple examples and visuals to
illustrate the concept, such as adding "un-"
to "happy" to make "unhappy" and "-ing" to
"jump"” to make "jumping."

Brainstorming Activity (10 minutes):

e Engage students in a brainstorming
session where they generate examples of
words with prefixes and suffixes.

e Encourage students to think about words
they know that start or end differently
because of the addition of a prefix or suffix.

Affix Sorting Activity (10 minutes):

e Provide students with a set of word cards,
each containing a base word and a
corresponding prefix or suffix.

3. Affix Highlighting Activity (60 minutes):

e After the DEAR session, have students
work independently or in pairs to identify
words with prefixes and suffixes in the
reading materials.

e Provide highlighters or colored pencils for
students to mark the affixes in the words
they find.

1. Word Building Activity (15 minutes):

e Provide students with base words and sets
of prefixes and suffixes on separate cards.

e Instruct students to use the cards to create
new words by adding prefixes or suffixes to
the base words.

2. Affix Matching Game (15 minutes):

30 minutes e Create a matching game where students
match base words with their corresponding
prefixes or suffixes.

e Provide cards with base words and
separate cards with prefixes and suffixes.
Students must match each base word with
the correct affix to make a new word.
