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Good Afternoon Warrior Nation,

I am writing this letter to inform you that on this Thursday, September 2nd at noon, | will be pulling
eligibility for the first time this school year. | wanted to make sure that we were clear on what this means for
the secondary students, grades 7-12.

As per the student handbook,
‘ELIGIBILITY-ATHLETIC/ACTIVITY: All students are academically eligible for the first two weeks of each
semester if they earned 2.5 Carnegie credits the prior semester (1st year freshman are exempt their first
semester), WVS will issue a weekly eligibility list to coaches during the season. Eligibility will be taken every
Thursday at approximately 12:00 p.m. Those athletes with two or more failing grades will not be eligible for
contests taking place the following Monday thru Saturday. Eligibility is cumulative through the Semester.
Parents will be notified the first time a student is considered to be ineligible (each student receives one warning
week per semester.) Any student whose name is placed on the ineligible list in any subject will have the
opportunity to attend academic support. A point system will determine if a student is eligible. If a student has 2
points or more they will be ineligible. D= 1 point F= 2 points. A student may be declared ineligible because of
discipline or other infractions of school rules subject to approval of the Principal.”

If your student has 2 D’s or an F, you and your student will receive a text message on Thursday
afternoon at 4pm. You will also receive a text message on Monday afternoon reminding you that your student
has to attend Academic Support after school on Tuesday from 4-5:00 pm. Attendance to Academic Support is
mandatory for these students. If students choose not to attend, there will be consequences to this action.
1st offense- Student will receive a warning and parent will be notified
2nd offense- Student will have 1 day of detention = 1 hr of time they missed in Academic Support
3rd Offense- Student will receive 2 days of detention = 2 hrs of time
4th Offense- A parent meeting with Mr. Edson will be required, additional consequences may be assigned.

Each semester, students get 1 warning week, in which they are not required to attend Academic
Support. If a student is on the eligibility list for 4 consecutive weeks, a parent meeting with administration will
be held. We will pull eligibility weekly on Thursdays at 12:00pm.

We strongly encourage parents to log into and use campus portal, this will contain the up to date
grades for your students.
