Some Useful Things to Remember in a Hotel

It's advisable for you to reserve a room in advance by telephone, letter, cable,
telex or fax so that when you arrive at a hotel a room will be reserved for you.

In larger hotels you fill out a registration form. In smaller hotels you simply
write your name in the hotel register (or sign) and give your permanent address.

In most hotels you may ask for any service by telephone. In some hotels
there is a service bell panel such as this:

Hotels are rated by a Star rating system. A one star is the cheapest and poorest
quality, while a five - star hotel is very expensive and nice.

The average tourist usually stays in a three-star hotel. These hotels are usually
comfortable, clean, and affordable. The average price for a room per night at a
three-star hotel is 50 dollars.

It is much cheaper to stay at a motel where a decent room will cost you 30 - 40
dollars. Hotels with the same name can be found in many cities and towns of the
USA and even in other countries. They are called hotel chains. Travelers are
provided with many services including air tickets, tours, etc and you can stay in the
hotel of the same name around the world. It is very convenient. The most famous
hotel chains are Mariott, Holiday Inn, Sheraton, Ramada Inn, and Hilton.
