Textbook
There is no required textbook for this class. All supplemental readings and videos will be available on
Blackboard

What is this class about?
This class is about doing philosophy. You will learn to do what philosophers do and apply these skills to
various areas both in philosophy and in ordinary life. You'll learn the following 3 skills:

1. Conceptual Analysis
2. Philosophical Explanation
3. Thought Experiments

Once you learn these skills, you will apply these skills to questions about human nature. Some central
questions about human nature include the following:

e What does it mean to be a human being?
® Are human beings fundamentally different from everything else in the universe?
e Why do human beings the way that they are? Why do they do what they do?

Course Requirements
(FYI There is NO final exam in this class.)

1. Attendance: 10%
Attendance will be taken at the beginning of class.

2. Quizzes: 45%

There will be three multiple choice quizzes. Each quiz is graded out of 15 points is worth 15% of your
grade. Each quiz will assess each of the three skills listed above. Quiz dates will be announced in class
and on Blackboard.

3. Dialogue Assignment: 45%

An email dialogue assignment is a conversation that | have with you over email. You start by answering
the prompt given below, and | give you follow up questions for you to answer until the assignment is
complete. The dialogue assignment is worth 45 points and is 45% of your final grade.



Here's how you do the dialogue assignment.

1. Will send me an email with an answer to the following question:

a. What are the necessary conditions for your own life to be meaningful?

2. Email me your answer to the question above before the end of the due date. If you miss the due
date, you will lose 1 point. You will continue to lose 1 point for each day after until you send me
an answer.

a. Thisis not a paper! Don't open a Word or Pages document. If | see an attachment in
your email, I'm just going to reject it and tell you to redo it. Just write me an email with
your answer to the question. Your answer should not be longer than one paragraph.

3. Once you've answered the question, | will reply with at least one follow up question within 48
hours. You have 48 hours after I've replied to answer my follow up question. If you don't reply
within 48 hours, then you'll lose points in the same way as mentioned above (i.e. 1 point for
each day you're late).

4. THERE ARE NO CHANCES TO MAKE UP POINTS IF YOU ARE LATE. If you need more time to
respond, just let me know in advance and I'll give you more time.

5. After you've responded to my reply, I'll probably have more questions for you. We're going to go
back and forth until we are finished with this conversation. There is a rubric on Blackboard that
provides a checklist of all the things that this assignment needs to cover

a. Remember that each time that | reply, you have 48 hours to respond.

6. 1 will announce in class and on Blackboard when the assignment will start.
