Dear Parents/Guardians of Graduating Seniors- Class of 2022

Congratulations parents and guardians of graduating seniors! We know that you must be very excited
and exceptionally proud of your student’s achievement. We are extremely excited to share
information regarding the end of your student’s high school experience. The following are
important dates and times of upcoming events.

e Senior Dinner will be held in the Edsel Ford Cafeteria on Thursday, April 14th — The cost
will be $5. Doors open at 8:00 PM and dinner is served shortly after. This event is for
seniors only.

e Senior Prom is Sunday, May 22nd at The Henry from 6:00 pm to 11:00 pm. (Doors will be
locked at 7:00 pm. No late entries.

e Senior Field Day will be held on May 20th. This is a student led event. We are currently in
the process of planning this fun event for seniors.

e The All Girls Senior Party will be held on Wednesday, May 25th from 7-9PM in the gym.

e Last day for seniors is Thursday, May 26th. Students will receive their caps and gowns after
turning in their Notice of Intent to Participate in Commencement Form.

e Honors Convocation rehearsal is Wednesday, June 1st from 8:30 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. In the
Edsel Ford auditorium- Honor students must attend rehearsal to participate in the ceremony
that evening.

e Honors Convocation ceremony is Wednesday, June 1st at 6:00 p.m. (Just Gowns are worn
at the honors convocation no caps.)

e Graduation rehearsal is Friday, June 10th at 8:30 a.m. and will be at least three hours long.
Please plan accordingly for hair, nail, and other appointments. (Rehearsal is mandatory if the
student does not attend they do not participate in the ceremony in the evening. Caps and
gowns should not be worn during the rehearsal.. Tickets will be distributed during
practice and each student will receive six outdoor tickets. In case of inclement weather
June 15th will be our rain date.

e Graduation Ceremony is Friday, June 10" and will begin promptly at 6:00 p.m. (Students
need to arrive at 5:00 p.m. and report to the Auditorium. Graduates must be



appropriately attired for this event. The young men are to wear a shirt, tie, dress pants
and dress shoes, while the young ladies should wear a dress or a dressy outfit and dress
shoes. No flip flops or tennis shoes will be allowed. If a student is not dressed
appropriately- they will receive their diploma but they will not walk.

e Senior party will be held. The date and time will be announced after Spring Break.

We want to remind all students that all of these events are considered school sponsored events
and the school code of conduct will be enforced. We will continue to maintain high
expectations of our seniors through the end of the school year, and during these wonderful
events we trust they will demonstrate good decision-making skills. However, I must remind
everyone that any student that violates the law, including but not limited to vandalism, or any
disruption of the education of our students and the operation of any Dearborn Public School
building, may not be allowed to attend or participate in the graduation ceremony. In addition,
inappropriate behavior at graduation will result in the delay of the student’s diploma. Thank
you for reinforcing our expectations.

We want to emphasize that graduation and honors convocation are very formal ceremonies. These
events are designed to recognize the students' years of hard work, effort and accomplishments. We are
asking that everyone involved in our ceremonies continue to respect the occasion and join with us in
our efforts to have memorable events.

Please note that anyone arriving after the graduation ceremony begins at 6:00 PM, all guests will be
directed to an assigned seating/standing section. In addition, air horns, beach balls, balloons or similar
items are strictly prohibited and taken at the entry gate. Please do not bring anything to the ceremony
that will detract from the personal recognition of each graduate.

We are very excited for the senior Class of 2022! We have been impressed with their leadership and
efforts in and out of the classroom. We are confident they will have a fantastic final few weeks at
Edsel Ford. Again, thank you for reinforcing our expectations and for supporting your student at this
very special time.
