
 
FINDING INFORMATION ON CCSF CLASSES  

1. Go ccsf.edu and under “ADMISSIONS & REGISTRATION,” click on “Class Schedules.” 

 

2. Go to Step 2: Search Classes and Click “Search Schedule” 

 

3. Select the semester for which you want to see. There are also options to narrow it down by subject, location, department, etc. 

Then click Search.

●​ CRN: This is the unique 5 digit number assigned to a specific section. 

●​  Subject: The 4-letter abbreviation for the subject, such as ADMJ  for Administration of Justice. 

●​ Course Number: The course number unique to the subject, such as 57 for ADMJ 57. 

●​ Course Type: ONLINE, REMOTE, or IN PERSON (indicated by campus listed) 

o​ Remote Instruction: Class instruction is dependent on the instructor so lectures may or may not be 

synchronous (meaning held at the advertised times). Instruction is all online and supported by online 

materials and activities. 

o​ Online Instruction: All class instruction is held asynchronously. 

●​ Meeting Times: Reference Instruction Type. Online instruction will not have any meeting times because 

instruction is asynchronous. Remote Instruction may have meeting times but only during the times listed.  

●​ Instructor: Instructor’s name is listed. Click on the hyperlink for the e-mail address.  

 

 

5. Finding the following information if you click on a specific course: 

●​ Course description, details, and important dates.  

●​ Instructor/Meeting Times, including the start and end dates.  

●​ General Education Areas (for CSU and UC transfers).
