●​ Pray for the building of relationships and the spiritual growth of the 

group. 

If this is your first meeting: (you can also check this section in the agenda 
for the previous meeting) 

●​ Rekindle relationships and meet new members. 
●​ Clarify your group’s direction/expectations. 
●​ Briefly discuss the sermon topic. 
●​ Pray for the building of relationships and the spiritual growth of the 

group. 

ITEMS NEEDED FOR THIS MEETING 
●​ Refreshments plans decided with the host. 
●​ Nametags (host should write them out ahead of time, based on your 

online roster) 

CONTACT YOUR GROUP IN ADVANCE 
●​ Contact all members before the meeting to remind them of the time 

and place of your meeting, as well as any refreshments (if any) to bring 
to the meeting. 



A) Sharing (10 min) 

●​ Choose one of the following and ask the group to share (not all need to 
share) briefly: 

○​ What experience of complete surprise have you recently had? 
○​ Ask your smartphone about the important events of the year you 

were born. What surprised you the most? 
 
 
Sharing guidelines—Explain the purpose of sharing exercises: The purpose is 
not to teach history but to emphasize the surprise factor when we receive 
unexpected information. 
 

B) Worship (optional) (10 min) 

●​ Read Psalm 148 
●​ Ask two people to pray, thanking God for His blessings. 

 

C) Discussion / Sharing time (using guide provided 
each week) (30 min) 

​Read Luke 1:5-25 
Note to the leader:  Remember that you can choose from these questions. 
The goal is to facilitate a good discussion around the passage preached on 
Sunday. 
 

Observe 
1.​ Who were Zechariah and Elizabeth? (v. 5-7) 
2.​ How were Zechariah and Elizabeth “righteous before God”? (v. 6) 
3.​ For what duty was Zechariah chosen by lot? (v. 8-10) 
4.​ How did the angel, Gabriel, describe the primary purpose of John’s life? 

(v. 16-17) 



Reflect 
5.​ What can we learn from Zechariah and Elizabeth to help us handle 

long-term disappointments? 
6.​ How did God demonstrate in these people's lives that He is sovereign? 
7.​ Why were Zechariah and Elizabeth entrusted with the knowledge of 

God’s purpose for the life of their son? 

Apply 
8.​ How can you have hope while waiting for God’s answer to your prayers? 
9.​ Has God been faithful to you in the past? How can you rest in His plan 

and timing for your life? How can you continue to be faithful? 
 

D) Prayer (10 min) 
●​ Usually, the prayers Christians pray for the longest time are for the 

salvation of their loved ones. Make a list of the important people in your 
life that need Jesus (child, spouse, parent, relatives, etc.). Commit to 
pray for these individuals as a group, knowing that God has listened to 
your prayers (Luke 1:13) and that He will answer in His time. 
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
