Asking Yes / No Questions

There are three ways to ask a question.

1. turn a statement into a question by raising your voice
2. use est-ce que before a statement
3. use inversion

Example- Question : Do you work ?
1. Tu travailles ?
2. Est-ce que tu travailles ?

3. Travailles-tu ?

Example 2- Question: Does he obey?

1. Il obéit?

2. Est-ce qu’il obéit?
3. Obéit-il?

Note : *est-ce que changes to est-ce qu’ before vowel

Example 3- Question : Does she dance ?
1. Elle danse ?
2. Est-ce qu’elle danse ?

3. Danse-t-elle ?

Note: *add a t when using inversion with a verb that ends in a vowel




Asking Information Questions

Question words :

Qui = who Ou = where

Que (Quoi) = what Pourquoi = why

Quand = when Comment = how

Quel = which Combien = how much / many

Placement of question words

1. when raising your voice, add the question word to the end of the
statement

2. when using est-que, place the question word at the beginning

3. when using inversion, place the question word at the beginning

Example 1- Question : Where do you guys live ?
1. Vous habitez ou ?

2. Ou est-ce que vous habitez ?

3. Ou habitez-vous ?

Example 2- Question : What are they eating ?

1. lls mangent quoi ?
2. Qu’est-ce qu’ils mangent ?

3. Que mangent-ils ?

Note : *que changes to quoi when it comes at the end of a statement
*gue + est-ce que becomes qu’est-ce que
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
