Practices are closed to parents & students. Parents may request meetings with coaches after practices.

A replacement fee of $20.00 will be issued on school jerseys checked out to your athlete that are lost or stolen.
Coaches will not be allowed to give athletes a ride under any circumstances.

Always promote good sportsmanship with other teams, players, coaches and officials.

Students serving “In School Suspensions” are not allowed to compete in school contests.

Students serving “Out of School Suspensions” are not allowed to practice or compete in school contests.
Non-Family members & athletes not playing will not be allowed to attend indoor events due to space limitations.

Athlete Guidelines

. Attend all practices and games. Communicate with your coach if you cannot be at practices or games

Follow directions, participate in team drills, learn the skills, and earn a spot on the team.

Report to the gym area by 3:08. You will not be admitted to athletics after 3:08 without a pass from a teacher.
