Israeli singer-songwriter. 2012 launched an international solo career and has since
released 3 albums and performed before over half a million people in international
.concerts and festivals. Lives in Italy, known for his unique, high-pitch voice
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Janis Ian (b. 1951)

American singer-songwriter and science fiction author. Active mainly in the
1960s and 70s as part of the New York folk music scene. 1975 won a
Grammy for her song At Seventeen. in 2001 her autobiographical single
Society’s Child was inducted into the Grammy Hall of Fame.
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Cass Elliot (1941-1974)

American singer and actress, known as Mama Cass. Member of the band The
Mamas and Papas. After the band broke up, released five solo albums. Died
at 32 due to obesity complications. Posthumously inducted to the Rock and
Roll Hall of Fame in 1988.
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Michael Bolton (b. 1953)

American singer and songwriter. Began performing in the 1980s as a lead
singer in heavy metal bands but later changed his musical style to rock
ballads. Released 18 albums that have sold over 75 million copies. Awarded a
star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame in 2002.
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Carmit Bachar (b. 1974)

American singer, actress and dancer. A member of the pop band the Pussycat
Dolls. Competed internationally as a rhythmic gymnast for 10 years and
placed 5th in the 1992 U.S. Olympic trials. Was a backup dancer for Beyoncé,
Gwen Stephani and Ricky Martin, and appeared in four films.
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Sandra Bernhard (b. 1955)

American comedian, actress, author and singer. Her biting, anti-institutional
standup comedy began gaining popularity and critical acclaim in the late
1970s. Appeared in films, including Martin Scorsese’s black comedy King of
Comedy, and TV series, including a recurring role in Rosanne. Her albums
combine jazz and blues with comedy bits.
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Billy Joel (b. 1949)

American singer-songwriter, composer and pianist. Among the best-selling
music artists of all time. To date 13 of his albums have sold 150 million copies
worldwide, placing him as the sixth bestselling recording artist of all time on
the Recording Industry Association of America.
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Kenny G (b. 1956)

American jazz saxophonist and composer. Rose to fame in 1986 with the
release of his fourth studio album Duotones. Released 13 albums to date. His
album Breathless became the best-selling instrumental album ever. 1944 won

a Grammy Award for his instrumental piece Forever in Love
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Jess Glynne (b. 1989)

British singer and songwriter. Rose to fame in 2014 when she collaborated
with the electro band Clean Bandit. Both their singles reached number one in
the UK billboards and won a Grammy Award. Her first solo alboum was
released in 2015 and reached first place in the UK Album Chart.
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Steven Greenberg (b. 1950)

American musician and record producer. Born in Saint Paul, Minnesota. His Band
Lipps Inc. became famous in 1980 with its disco single Funkytown, which became an
instant hit on billboards and dancefloors worldwide.
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Drake (b. 1986)

Canadian rapper, singer-songwriter and actor. To date has released six hugely
successful albums and is considered one of the most successful singers ever.
His last album released in 2018 was heard 431 million times in 24 hours, and
1 billion times a week later.
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Nina Hagen (b. 1955)

German singer and actress. Started her career as an actress in German films. Gained
recognition with her debut album The Nina Hagen Band. Among the leaders of late
1970s New Wave and Punk. 1979 immigrated to the U.S. and gained success with her
club hit New York, New York.
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Ben Harper (b. 1969)

American singer, songwriter and multi-instrumentalist. His music combines
blues, rock, soul and reggae. Released 14 albums to date and won three
Grammy Awards. Harper is a keen skateboarder and actively supports
several American and international NPOs that help disadvantaged children.
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Daryl Hall (b. 1946)
American singer, composer and pianist. Co-founder and lead singer of the
band Hall & Oates. Many of the songs he wrote and performed, including the



smash hit Maneater, became American Billboard hits in the 1970s and 80s.
2014 inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.
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Susanna Hoffs (b. 1959)

American singer-songwriter and guitarist. Co-founder and lead singer of the
all-female band The Bangles that rose to fame in the 1980s with the pop rock
hits Manic Monday and Walk Like an Egyptian.
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Diane Warren (b. 1956)

American songwriter. Began writing songs aged 11 encouraged by her father.
In 1983 her first hit Solitaire, performed by Laura Branigan, reached number 7
in the US pop charts. Wrote award winning rock ballads for countless famous
singers and bands including Celine Dion and Aerosmith.
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(Amy Winehouse (1983-2011

British singer-songwriter. Known for her eclectic mix of musical genres including
soul, thythm and blues, and jazz. Her second album Back to Black (2006) was
acclaimed worldwide and made her the first British artist to win 5 Grammys. Her
.short life ended with her death from alcohol poisoning at 27
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Haim (band)

American pop rock band founded in 2012. The band consists of the sisters
Este (bass), Danielle (guitars) and Alana (guitars, keyboard and vocals), and
drummer Dash Hutton. Their award winning first album was released in 2013.
The band was nominated in 2015 for a Grammy Award for Best New Atrtist.
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Taylor Dayne (b. 1962)

American singer and songwriter. In 1987 released her debut single, Tell It to
My Heart which peaked in the number 7 spot on Billboard Hot 100 where it
remained for 25 weeks. Sold over 75 million albums and singles to date.
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The Shangri-Las (Band)

American pop girl group formed in high school by the sisters Mary and
Elizabeth Weiss and the identical twins Marguerite and Mary Anne Ganser.
Their hit Remember (Walking in Sand) became a top five hit in 1964. That
same year they performed with the Beatles and the Rolling Stones.
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Lisa Loeb (b. 1968)

American singer-songwriter, producer, actress, author and philanthropist. Her song
Stay (I Missed You), from the 1994 film Reality Bites earned her a Grammy
nomination. Wrote several acclaimed children’s albums and song books and had guest
appearances in popular films and TV shows.
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Adam Lambert (b. 1982)

American singer and actor. Rose to fame when participated in the TV reality show
American Idol, finishing as runner-up. His albums have sold millions of copies. His
album Trespassing made him the first openly gay artist to top the Billboard 200
charts. Lead vocalist with the iconic rock band Queen.
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Bette Midler (b. 1945)

American singer, songwriter, actress and film producer. Born in Honolulu, Hawaii.
Her career began in several Off-Off Broadway plays. Starred in the 1978 film Rose
about the life of Janis Joplin and earned an Oscar nomination. Won 4 Golden Globes,
3 Emmys, 3 Grammys and 2 Tony awards.
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Barry Manilow (b. 1943)

American singer, producer and composer. Achieved fame in the 1970s and has
released tens of albums that he wrote and performed. Manilow creates romantic rock
ballads and cover versions of old hits. At age 73 came out as gay.
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Melissa Manchester (b. 1951)
American singer, songwriter and actress. Began recording and performing in the
1970s. In 1982 won a Grammy Award for her hit single You Should Hear How She
Talks About You. Continues to record albums, compose film scores and act in films
.and TV series
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(Neil Sedaka (b. 1939

American pop singer, pianist, composer and producer. In the late-1950s-early-1960s
gained much success with Top 30 hits, including the hugely popular Breaking Up is
.Hard to Do
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Barbra Streisand (b. 1942)

American singer, actress and filmmaker. Her first album, released in 1963,
won two Grammys. Has released 60 albums selling over 200 million copies.
Winner of two Oscars and countless prizes and honors. Through her
foundation Streisand raises millions of dollars for organizations working for the
environment, civil liberties, and education.
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Phoebe Snow (1950-2011)

American singer, songwriter and guitarist. Her 1975 single Poetry Man was a Top
Five on the Billboard Hot 100 and gained her a Grammy Award nomination for Best
New Artist. Abandoned the entertainment world to care for her ill daughter until her
death at the age 31.
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Paula Abdul (b. 1962)

American singer, songwriter, dancer and television personality. Her debut studio
album, released in 1988, was hugely successful in the US and abroad, selling 20
million copies and winning many music awards. Her career then came to a halt until
2002 when she became a judge on American Idol.
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(Esther Ofarim (b. 1941

Israeli singer. Gained attention when she won second place in the 1961 Song and
Lyric Festival. During the 1960s became an international star both as solo artist and as
part of the duo Esther & Abi Ofarim. After the duo split Ofarim continued her musical
.career in Israel and Europe
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Abi Ofarim (1937-2018)

Israeli musician and dancer. Founded the musical duo Esther & Abi Ofarim, which
achieved much fame in Europe during the 1960s. The duo split after a decade due to
artistic differences and Ofarim stopped performing. Lived in Munich until his death.
his son, Gil Ofarim, is a German pop singer.
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Charlie Puth (b. 1991)

American singer, songwriter and record producer. Started his own YouTube channel
where he posted comedy videos, acoustic covers and original music. Self-released his
own material. In early 2015 signed with Atlantic Records. His 2016 single See You
Again peaked at number one on the Hot 100 Chart.
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Pink (b. 1979)

American singer- songwriter. Her 2001 cover of Lady Marmalade (with Christina
Aguilera, Mya and Lil’ Kim) became the most successful airplay-only single in
history and Pink’s first number one single. Her second album, M!ssundaztood, sold
over 12 million copies. Among her awards are three Grammys, an Emmy, and a Brit.
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Eddy Fisher (1928-2010)

American singer and actor. Active mainly in the 1950s when he recorded pop hits and
was popular among teens. Married five times, including to the actress and singer
Debbie Reynolds and the actress Elizabeth Taylor.
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David Craig (b. 1981)

British singer. At age 19 released his first single, Fill Me In, which topped the UK
chart, making him the youngest artist to stand in top position. To date he released six
studio albums which sold over 13 million copies worldwide.
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Helen Shapiro (b. 1946)

British pop singer, jazz singer and actress. Rose to fame in the 1960s when her two of
her singles topped the UK charts and was the Beatles’ warmup act. Converted to
Christianity in the 1980s and recorded several gospel albums. Had roles in several
British soap operas.
