8:30 - 11:30 
 
Monday to Friday Nursery pm session 
12:00 - 3:00 
 
Now that pupils are back into their face to face learning we feel they are ready for this change 
which will allow for the same, really easy-to-follow, routine every day. Hopefully every child will 
have 100% attendance! 
Some of you have also asked us to reconsider our Friday timings and push our start times back 
and we want to respond to your suggestions.
