Each church will form a choir and present live 3 songs in a separate session.
Choir songs and praises should be related to the theme of this year.

It is highly recommended to prepare a slides presentation with the lyrics.

A short introduction before each song may help the audience and panelists to
understand how the songs are related to the theme of Keraza .
