3.3 - liking things - mit rad

mit rad
The construction for saying that you like someone or something is the verb mit in
combination with the word rad/a/i. The person or thing you like should be put into the

accusative case since it is the direct object of your liking. See the following examples:

Mam rad gulas.
| like goulash.

Sara ma rada Vaclava.
Sara likes Vaclav.

Zbynék a Lucie maji radi pivo.
Zbynék and Lucie like beer.

The verb mit is conjugated normally

Expressing you don’t like - nemit rad

If you wish to express ‘don’t/doesn’t like’ in Czech, then the verb mit is negated, as in
the examples which follow:

Nemam rad pivo.
| don’t like beer.

Sara nema rada gulas
Sara doesn’t like goulash.
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
