4.10 - vypadat - 'to look
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You want to say how someone looks (good, bad, etc.), right? For this you'll need the
verb vypadat ‘to look’. The verb vypadat is conjugated regularly (like any other -a-) verb:

(ja) vypadam ‘| look’ (my) vypadame ‘we look’

vypada ‘he/she/it
looks’

(on/ona/ono) (oni/lony/ona) vypadaji ‘they look’

It'll be followed by an adverb, such as any of the following:
