9.2 - Narozeniny
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To say it's your birthday, you say Mam narozeniny or Slavim narozeniny.
To wish someone a happy birthday, say:

Informal (ty)
pfeju ti vSechno nejlepsi k narozeninam

Formal (vy)

preju vam vsechno nejlep$i k narozeninam’

It is from the verb prat; pfej- ‘to wish’

(ja) preju (my) prejeme
(ty) prejes (vy) prejete
(on/ona/ono) preje (oni/ony/ona) prejou

And it is being combined with the dative form of the personal pronouns:

nominative dative
form form
ja mi, mné
ty ti
on mu
ona Ji
my nam
vy vam
oni (ony, ona) Jim

These literally mean ‘| wish you all the best for your birthday!’

It is also common to wish someone things like health (zdravi), luck / happiness ($tésti)
and love (laska):

preju ti/ vam hodné Stésti, zdravi a lasky
