There are a number of ways of wishing someone a happy new year. The easiest is
using prat - ‘to wish’, as below:

pfeju vam/ti vSéechno nejlepSi do noveho roku
| wish you all the best into the new year.

at’ - ‘may’

Another word that is used a lot is af’ - ‘may’

At je novy rok lepSi nez ten stary!
May the new year be better than the old one

At jste zdravy a Stastny! / at’ jste zdrava a Stastnal
May you be healthy and happy!

darit se - ‘to go well, be successful’

You also might encounter the word dafrit se - to be successful’, which is an impersonal
expression using the dative case (lit. may it be successful for you).

At se vam dafi vSechno, co délate!
May you be successful in everything (lit. may everything be successful for you)
