Set out on a foraging adventure near Jeris Lake, on the edge of 
Pallas–Yllästunturi National Park. After a scenic 30–40 min drive from Levi, 
meet your host at a lakeside cottage and wander the forests in search of 
seasonal treasures — berries, nettles, herbs, and, if in season, mushrooms 
from a secret spot near Rauhala.

Back at the cottage, turn the harvest into a feast during your Wild Food 
Workshop. Begin by mixing drinks from local berries and syrups, then cook 
together by the fire in a cozy kota or log cabin with lake views. The menu may 
feature nettle pie with caramelized onions, fresh salad, reindeer fillets with 
wild mushroom sauce, Lapland’s puikulaperuna potatoes, and for dessert, 
gingerbread with lingonberry ice cream. Vegetarian options include porcini 
grilled over fire and wild mushroom pies.

As you cook and dine, your host shares foraging traditions and Arctic food 
culture. Surrounded by silence, the evening ends with the warmth of food, 
fire, and friendship. Non-alcoholic drinks are included, with the option to bring 
your own wine or spirits.

Discover Lapland’s natural beauty on a refreshing half-day guided hike to one 
of the most scenic viewpoints in the Levi–Muonio region. Two routes are 
available depending on season and preference:
• Särkitunturi Fell – a hidden gem with panoramic views and an easy, 
accessible trail.
• Kätkätunturi Fell – a more compact route closer to Levi, offering privacy, 
sweeping views, and a fireside break at a private lean-to shelter.

The Särkitunturi trail, reached by a 30-minute transfer, leads along a 
well-maintained path through pine forests to the open summit. Halfway, a 
rest stop with campfire site and toilet makes a pleasant pause. At the top, 
sweeping views unfold over glittering lakes, endless forests, and the rounded 
peaks of Pallastunturi — one of Finland’s most iconic landscapes.

Whichever route you choose, the experience includes a peaceful picnic with 
warm drinks and snacks, surrounded by Arctic silence. Ideal for nature lovers 
of all ages, it’s an easy yet rewarding way to explore Lapland’s wilderness.

Step into the pristine forests of Lapland and discover the joy of foraging — a 
cherished tradition and an essential part of Finnish culture. Guided by an 
experienced English-speaking nature expert, you’ll learn to identify edible 
species, pick safely, and practice sustainable methods while immersing 
yourself in the quiet beauty of Arctic nature.

Depending on the season, the forest reveals its treasures. In August, ripe 
blueberries blanket the ground, soon joined by lingonberries and crowberries 
as mushroom season begins with golden chanterelles, milkcaps, and boletes 
like porcini. September brings peak harvest, with sweet lingonberries, tart 
cranberries, and porcini at their finest — enriched by the long light of the 
midnight sun.

Along the way, your guide shares insights into preserving methods, the 
antioxidant power of wild berries, and the cultural significance of foraging in 
Lapland. After collecting your own basket of superfoods, pause for a peaceful 
break with a warm drink by the campfire, surrounded by the stillness of 
northern wilderness.

Levi Samiland Museum, under the patronage of UNESCO, introduces you to 
the lifestyle and culture of the last remaining indigenous people in Europe – 
the Sámi. The museum was built in 2011 by Mr. Ante Aikio, a descendant of 
the legendary Lappish shaman Kapin Jouni.

Part of the exhibition is indoors, and a larger section is outdoors on the slope 
of Levi Fell. Your host, Ante Aikio, will personally guide you through the 
museum, wearing a traditional Sámi outfit, playing the drum, and performing 
joik songs. He will also present his latest Lappish saga book, Phantoms of the 
Fenlake.

Outside, you’ll find a small reindeer corral where you can feed the reindeer 
with lichen and take photos of the stunning fellside scenery.

Upon arrival, you will 
enjoy a guided tour of the Särestöniemi Museum, exploring the home, studio, 
and gallery of the renowned Lappish artist Reidar Särestöniemi (1925–1981).

Särestö offers a peaceful atmosphere enriched with Lappish culture, history, 
architecture, art, and the traditional way of life. This unique setting tells the 
inspiring true story of Reidar, a farmer’s son who, against all odds, rose to 
national and international acclaim as an artist. The museum area lies in the 
midst of nature along the banks of Lapland’s longest river, the Ounasjoki, 
offering beautiful views in every season.

Arts Gallery
In 1972, Reidar Särestöniemi built his gallery to present his remarkable work 
to the public. Designed by acclaimed Finnish architects Reima and Raili 
Pietilä, the building reflects both the natural surroundings and the artist’s 
personality. The main exhibition always features several colorful and striking 
works by Särestöniemi and changes once a year, while smaller exhibitions in 
the Studio and Old Särestö change every three months.

Info – Café – Shop
Conclude your visit in the museum’s info and café house, where you will 
receive your tickets and brochure. Enjoy a warm beverage with a homemade 
sweet bun (included in the tour price) while soaking in the artistic 
atmosphere. The museum shop offers gifts and souvenirs that carry true 
stories and fine art.

This short scenic drive is a perfect way to fill a daytime gap — for example 
after airport arrival and before accommodation check-in, or between a 
morning safari and lunch. Tuikku is Levi’s oldest and most authentic mountain 
restaurant, famous for its panoramic setting at the summit and lively après-ski 
during the ski season. It’s open seasonally and can be reached easily by car or 
taxi via the summit road. 

On clear days, the views from Levi’s top stretch across Western Lapland: you 
can spot nearby fells such as Aakenus, Ylläs, and Kätkä, and in the far 
distance the Pallas fells of Pallas-Yllästunturi National Park — a nationally 
celebrated skyline. 

Tuikku offers a daily lunch buffet in season, coffee and pastries, and a fully 
licensed bar; in the evenings, the summit area is also a popular vantage point 
for Northern Lights when conditions are right (clear skies and low light).

Explore Levi’s forests and fells on an electric fatbike, guided along trails 
tailored to your group.

The savusauna (smoke sauna) is a traditional chimneyless sauna that many 
Finns consider a national treasure. Like a spiritual ritual, it’s best understood 
by experiencing it: the gentle, enveloping heat and the scent of wood smoke 
create a deep sense of well-being known in Finnish as löyly.

Heating takes 5–6 hours. A large amount of wood is burned in an extra-large 
stove, filling the room with smoke. Once the sauna reaches temperature, the 
fire is allowed to die and the smoke is vented out; the stove’s residual heat 
keeps the sauna comfortably warm for the entire session. The secret lies in 
the soft heat and the aroma of wood smoke. Soot-darkened walls and ceiling 
are characteristic, and good ventilation is essential so smoke can exit and 
fresh oxygen can enter.

The sauna sits on the shore of Lake Immeljärvi. The complex includes two 
separate changing rooms, each with its own toilet. One of the changing rooms 
also serves as a relaxation lounge after the sauna, complete with a fireplace 
and table. On the outdoor terrace, there is an authentic hot tub and a 
maintained ice hole for refreshing dips between steams.
