Your hours must be verified by:

Organization

The person supervising your volunteer work.

Home

Your parent or guardian.

Guidance

A staff member from Guidance.



Hour Republic will send emails

● Ensure that you have provided 
accurate email addresses for the 
Organization and Parent/Guardian

● If they do not receive the email, have 
them check their “spam” folder



How to check your volunteer hours:

“Pending” means either the 
Organization or Parent/ 
Guardian must verify. See 
notes below.



How to check your volunteer hours:

“Verified” means both the 
Organization and the Parent 
have verified by email.

These hours have not yet been 
approved by Guidance.



How to check your volunteer hours:

All three verification steps 
have been completed. These 
hours will be included on the 
student’s next report card.

The yellow check indicates that these hours are “approved” by 
Guidance. Please be aware that this step takes time and will 
not occur immediately.



Will my hours be approved?

Guidance staff will check to make sure that 
your hours are eligible, based on the criteria 
set by the Ontario Ministry of Education. Hours 
verified by an organization or a parent/ 
guardian will not necessarily be approved if 
they do not meet Ministry criteria.

If you have questions about whether an 
activity is eligible, make a Guidance 
appointment to ask BEFORE completing 
volunteer work.



Checking hours on my report card

Hours that have been verified and 
approved will appear on page 3 of 
your report card.

Please note that a maximum of 40 hours can 
appear on the report card. If you earn more than 40, 
Hour Republic and Guidance keep track of this.
