- Spend the day relaxing at a local
spa, such as the Prokopyevsk
Mineral Water Spa.

- Enjoy massages, mineral baths,
and other treatments to rejuvenate
your body and mind.

- Enjoy dinner and accommodation
at the Sauna Hotel Heat restaurant.
(90€/night*person).

Ski Resort, which is one of the
most popular ski resorts in Russia.
Enjoy skiing, snowboarding, or
other winter sports in the beautiful
mountains.

Restaurant. (25€-30€)
