Second Grade:

Our 2"@ graders have had an exciting first few weeks back to school. We have
learned how to spread positive energy, established rules, and discussed how to have
a growth mindset. We have finished our beginning of the year Benchmark Interim
assessment for Reading and I-ready diagnostic for Math. We are off to a great start!

2"d grade readers have been practicing how to choose and read “Just Right Books.”
They are working hard on understanding what they are reading by asking and
answering questions about key details and identifying the story structure. As you are
helping your child with his/her nightly reading at home, ask questions about the
character (Who is your story about? How do you know?), the setting (When and
where does this story take place? How do you know?) and plot events (What problem
did the character have? How did he/she solve his/her problem?¢) to support your
child’s learning here at school. Encourage your child to use information from the text
and illustrations as evidence to answer your questions.

Our mathematicians have started learning place value are working on mastering
place value to the hundreds. We will also be using various place value strategies to
add and subtract numbers, compare two and three digit numbers, and read and
write numbers up to 1,000. You can support this work at home by spending 5 minutes
a day, quizzing your child with addition flashcards or helping them practice counting
by 2's, 5's, 10’s and 100’s.

Remember parents, we are a team. You are your child’s first teacher, and we can't
do this without you.




Third Grade:

Welcome back to school Third Grade Stingrays!

We are all so excited to be back in school and learning each day. As
we start the year off we will be reading and writing about animal
adaptations and learning about plants.

Fourth Grade:

Our “Fabulous Fourth Graders™ are off and running! We have enjoyed these first couple of weeks at school and have been getting to know
your child, academically and socially. We've been working hard to make sure we understand the rules, procedures and expectations of 4™
grade. It is a step up from 3 grade, but that’s okay. Learning and getting smarter is hard work and we know our Stingrays are up for the
challenge.

We have launched our English and Language Arts block (ELA) off this year with Benchmark Advanced. Students are learning how to make
inferences and support their thinking with evidence from the text. Our 4™ grade authors are learning how to work through the writing process.
Remember, it is important to write in complete sentences in EVERY subject area.

In math, we are reviewing what we have learned in 3™ grade and jumping right info mastering the concepts of place value, comparing
numbers based on the meaning of digits in each place, rounding, and adding and subtracting numbers into the millions. We will be moving
into multiplication (four digits x two digits) next, so brush up on those multiplication facts! It is the students’ responsibility to master their facts at
home. The 4™ grade standards do not include learning basic facts- instead we are building on upon the facts.

Our 4™ grade scientists started off the year learning that they are, in fact, scientists! We all are! We are currently learning how to think like a
scientist by studying the natural world around us, making observations, gathering data, making hypothesis, asking questions, and recording
and sharing our findings with other scientists. We will be conducting some really fun, hands on investigations throughout the year, putting our
scientific skills to the test.

Here are a few important things to remember for a successful year in 4™ grade:
30-40 minutes of reading should be occurring EVERY night.
Please sign the planner nightly after checking that your child’s homework has been completed.
Attendance is important! We can’t teach you if you are not here on time and ready to learn.
Talk with your child daily about what he or she is learning in class.




5™ grade is off to a wonderful start in 2021!

In math we are learning about place value. Place value refers to the value of a digit in a number depending on its place. Math
facts never get old! You can always use flash cards to help your students with their basic math facts at home.

Our scientists are learning what experiments, observations, and other types of investigations are and how to carry them out. We
have also been learning about the Scientific Method... It is how all science starts. IMPORTANT: It is a skill that will be on the FSSA,
so we will be continuing to learn this process throughout the entire year.

In reading we are beginning our brand new curriculum. In August, we worked hard to establish new routines that we will be
implementing during our ELA block this year. It is important for students to be familiar with these as it is the framework that our
new curriculum follows. We are also learning how to accurately fill out our reading logs in order to keep track of books and
minutes read.

Our learning continues at school and at home! Please remember to have your child read at home every night and complete
homework assigned by their teacher.
