
Hammocks take 
off! Quest for warmth
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Spanish colonist report use of 
hammocks by Native 
Americans...Woven out of bark 
from a hamack tree,

1889..Capt Josh Joh Ward 
creates what is now known as 
the Pawleys Island Hammock Jungle Hammock in World War II

1947, John Rowlands published his 
book, Cache Lake Country -- Life in 
the North Woods, in which he 
described the use of a hammock for 
camping

Britain´s Royal Navy was 
giving its sailors a new kind of 
hammock that could be either 
slung in the usual way or 
fitted with metal runners and 
stretchers to form a camp 
bed.

Early 1960s when Gary Clark 
produced the world’s first light-
weight camping hammock in 
his Salt Lake tent shop

The 
minimalist nylon 
made  M 1966 
jungle hammock is 
developed for the 
U.S forces in 
Vietnam, following 
a captured NVA 
hammock pattern.

Looks like the earliest 
patented attempt was US 
Patent 3,675,256 (filed in 
1970). This one shows a 
hammock enclosed by a 
sleeping bag.

In 1997, patents were awarded to 
Clark's designs. Popular Science 
Magazine featured the hammock 
that same year. Soon, 
junglehammock.com was off and 
running.
