Don't change the cut off in competition. Reserve some seats for them in jobs or college. Like if there are 100 seats and 20 seats are reserved. Conduct a common examination for 80 seats with same cutoff . But for other 20 seats conduct a separate exam which will be given by only reserved candidate.
