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Customers are not receiving timely support when they submit queries to 
us. Around 20% of tickets are not replied to in time, and 5% are missed. 
This led to a significant decrease in customer satisfaction. This may be 
because there are 2 officers handling around 5,000 queries a month 
through different sources.

As a trainer lead that has been assigned for that day, I am required to match 
trainer to participant within a very short turnaround time.  Very frequently, 
trainers may drop out at last minute due to work committment, and participant 
names are also released half an hour before session starts.  To be effective, I 
need a system to manage all the unforeseen events with so that each session 
can start on time with minimum delay.
