A mark/indication on a fanwork that highlights that it cannot
be sold to those under 18. Having such a mark when
appropriate is often compulsory when trying to sell one's
dojinshi at conventions or stores.

A neighborhood in Tokyo that is home to many fan-oriented
shops and venues, such as dgjin shops. The biggest and
(also internationally) most famous of all fan-oriented
neighborhoods in Japan.

A common abbreviation of "Akihabara".

A designation that some fannish thing, usually a convention,
is open to all fandoms.

A creator who doesn't claim to be creating works as their
main job.

Analog, offline

A genre in fanworks that focuses on characters being in some
form of emotional distress.

A GIF file that contains several different images to form a
(usually short) animation. Fans often make animated GIFs
that are fanworks, for instance altered or unaltered snippets
from a film or TV show, or short animations made from fan
art.

Fanworks based on a source work that is an anime.
Alternatively, fanworks based on the anime incarnation of a
story that was also released in other media like manga.

A group of fans whose reason for interacting with each other
is shared dislike of a work, rather than shared love.

Literally "yaoi hole". While the "yaoi hole" is meant to be the
anus of the uke in a yaoi scene, it may have some
anatomically nonsensical characteristics. For instance, it may
sém to be self-lubricating, or judging from the positions taken
by the characters during sex, it may sém to be located more
to the front than an anatomically correct anus.

An application to take part in a fan convention that is filed
jointly by two circles because they want to be seated next to
each other.

Literally "teacher, master". A honorific sometimes used to
refer to a fannish or professional creator, though more often
for professional creators.

A piece of fan fiction that is perceived by other fans as being
of very low quality because of issues with language,
characterization, narrative, and so on.

Fanworks based on battle games or other "battle" genre
media.

A dojinshi published to celebrate the birthday of a character.

Abbreviation of "bishonen", used only in English-language
fandom.

A dating simulation game that focuses on interacting with
pretty, generally young female characters.

In a fan convention, a rectangle of circle spaces (tables) or in
some cases, a collection of several rectangles of circle
spaces (in this case referred to as "islands"). Blocks get
letters or numbers to enable people to find the spaces of
individual circles faster.

Abbreviation of "big name fan".

Book binding. In the case of dgjinshi, for instance the creation
of a copy book by cutting, folding, and binding pages using
staples, thread or glue.

On archives or media sharing sites such as pixiv or
deviantART, functionality that allows logged-in users to create
and display a personalized list of their favorite works on the
site.

A booth at a convention. At djinshi conventions, circles are
often said to have a "space" while companies have a "booth",
though this is no hard rule.

Often abbreviated to "BL". A genre that involves relationships
betwé&n male characters, most often written by and for
women. Boys' love originated in djinshi as a fannish genre
and was then adopted by commercial media publishers.
"Yaoi" is largely synonymous with "boys' love", although it
tends to be used in the context of fanworks rather than
commercial works. In English, the term "boys' love" is used
only in English-speaking fandoms of Japanese works. In
English-speaking fandoms of non-Japanese works, "slash" is
an equivalent term.

A male fan of the animated TV series "My Little Pony:
Friendship is Magic".

Abbreviation of [[Captain Tsubasal].

Literally "a light version of otaku".

In a fannish context, the catalog that contains information
about a convention and all the circles that participate in it.
Comiket's catalog is the most famous.

Fanworks about celebrities in a general sense.
A character in a manga or other medium.

Abbreviation of "character". Some distinguish "kyara" from
"kyarakuta" by interpreting "kyara" as the personality or
concept of the entire "kyarakuta".

The most important aspects of a character that inform their
circumstances.

Verification that dojinshi to be sold at a convention contain
nothing that violates any laws or convention rules, carried out
by convention staff before the convention starts by leafing
through samples of dgjinshio to be offered for sale that are
provided by the circles.

The name of a circle. Even with single-person circles, the
circle name is often not necessarily the same as someone's
fannish pseudonym.

Another word for "space".

Literally "red ink circle". A circle that loses money with its fan
activities, for instance because they don't sell enough dojinshi
to cover their printing, convention participation, and transport
costs.

A special convention ticket that grants early entry into the
convention site for participating circles and their assistants.

Sometimes used as a synonym for "fan", if someone's fannish
activities include collecting media.

A print publication by a commercial publisher. Often used as
the opposite of 'dgjinshi' (commercial work as opposed to self-
published work).

The company booths found at some dgjin conventions like
Comiket.

Comiket. Some conventions differentiate betwén fannish
booths and company booths by calling the fannish booths
"spaces" and the company booths "booths".

A ddjin convention organized by a commercial company
rather than a collective of fans.

A participant in a fan convention that is a company entity.
Conventions such as Comiket refer to companies as
"participants" to emphasize that they are on the same level as
fannish creators and buyers.

To sell one's fanworks via consignment, in a dojin shop or at
a convention.

Sé "consignment"”.

Having one's dgjinshi sold in a dgjin shop, either by applying
to have one's work put on the shelves (the usual route) or by
request from the store (for very popular circles). The dgjin
store takes a cut of the profits.

Sé "consignment sale in dojin shops (1)".

A person who participates in a convention via consignment
sale of their fanworks. Some conventions have separate
tables for "consignment sale" dgjinshi that are operated by
staff. A fan creator may also agré to have their works
displayed and sold on a friend's space.

Literally "event". In a fannish context, usually a convention.

Literally "correction". In a fannish context, shisei usually
means changing or censoring certain parts of a fanwork to
make sure it doesn't run afoul of obscenity laws. Printing
companies, conventions, and other entities that are involved
in the creation and distribution of dgjinshi may all request at
their discretion that a creator censor their work before they
agré to print or distribute it.

Dressing up as characters from existing works.
Abbreviation of "cosplay”.
To cosplay (verb)

Literally "camera kid". Someone who participates in a
convention with the primary aim of taking photographs of
cosplayers.

In fannish contexts, usually the deadline(s) brought on by
conventions. Creators often pull all-nighters (tetsuya, f##) in
order to finish works the night before a convention, or to make
the deadlines that various printing companies have for
sending in dgjinshi for printing and delivery in time for a
convention.

Pre-decided date for delivery (eg with dgjinshi printers)

Delivery straight to a convention, generally delivery of freshly
printed dgjinshi by the printing company to a circle's space at
a dojinshi convention.

Literally 'secondary work', usually translated as 'derivative
work'. Not a legal term in Japan.

An image-sharing site that is an important hub for the sharing
of graphic fanworks, particularly for fan communities that
communicate in English and other Western languages,
although there are also users from Japan and elsewhere in
Asia and other continents.

Dialogue betwén characters.
A dgjinshi that is distributed in digital format, generally online.
Abbreviation of "digital djinshi".

Literally "dead copy". A copy of a work without any additions
or alterations. Generally used to refer to "pirated" copies of
works that are being shared without the permission of the
creators or copyright holders.

Distributing/selling dgjinshi, for instance at a convention.

Often displayed on a circle's table at a convention to indicate
that they've ended sales of their works for the day, either
because they had to leave early or because they were sold
out.

A shop that sells second-hand and sometimes new dgjinshi.
Usually used to designate brick and mortar stores, but
sometimes designating online stores as well.

A ddjin shop that is a chain store. Many of the most famous
and largest dgjin shops are chains that have shops in several
Japanese cities.

A collection of separate dgjin works, usually assembling
works by different artists about a particular fandom, character,
or pairing. Some anthologies reprint past works of popular
artists. Anthologies are published by fans in the same manner
as regular dojinshi, but also by some for-profit publishers.
Literally "comic anthology". This term is sometimes used to
indicate dojinshi anthologies published by for-profit
companies, as opposed to anthologies published by fans,
although this use is not universal.

An abbreviation of "ansorojr".

A store that sells paper dgjinshi. "Doujin shop" is more often
used to denote these kinds of stores, though "dgjinshi
bookstore" emphasizes that the store focuses on paper
dojinshi and not other kinds of fanworks.

A convention that focuses on the exchange of dgjinshi.

A convention dedicated to the sale of dgjinshi. Other fan
activities such as cosplay may also take place.

A person who makes dgjinshi.

A printing company that specializes in offering services to
dojinshi creators, from the printing of dgjinshi to the printing of

dojinshi insatsugaist bags, file folders, and other goodies.

Literally "all characters". A work that features a multitude of
characters rather than focusing on the relationships betwén a
small number of characters.

Entry ticket, required by some fan conventions or other
fannish happenings. For many dgjinshi conventions, the
event's catalog serves as an entry ticket.

Contraction of "erotic game". The most common catch-all
term for games with sexual content in Japan.

A term indicating that a dojinshi has sexual content.

Aterm indicating that a dojinshi has sexual content and is a
fanwork ("parody") of an existing work. Nowadays simply "ero
dojinshi" is used more often, perhaps showing that dgjinshi
are now assumed to be fanworks by default.

In the context of dgjinshi distribution at conventions, shops
and so on, a dgjinshi that is not a circle's newest work (the
newest work is called "shinkan").

Violence that is explicit enough to warrant a R18 rating.
An extremely popular circle.

Literally "méting sale". The sale of a fanwork during which
creator and buyer mét face to face, usually during a
convention. Such direct sales are sometimes considered the
most "fannish" way of selling dgjinshi, more than mail order or
sale via dojin shops.

Fair use. Does not exist in Japanese copyright law.
Fair use provision.

Commonly used word for "fan". Doesn't have the gender
connotations of "otaku" or "fujoshi".

Somewhat older but still used word for "fan". Derived from the
English "maniac", but in Japanese, it doesn't have as strong
of a negative meaning as "maniac" does in English.

The most frequently used word for "fan" in Japan, generally
associated with male fans. The word has historically carried
more negative connotations in Japan than "fan" or "otaku" in
English, but these have softened in recent years. Like a "fan",
an "otaku" can be anyone who is fannish about anything, from
media to trains to handicrafts.

Lesser used spelling of "otaku", more associated with the
1980s.

A female fan of yaoi/boys' love materials.
Generic term for fan activities of all kinds.

Literally 'illustration'. Fan art that consists of a single image
rather than a comic.

Literally 'single illustration'. Fan art that consists of a single
image rather than a comic.

Abbreviation of "fan club”.

Literally "d6jin/fan world". Fandom or the fan community in a
general sense.

Fan culture as a whole, encompassing the commercial media
beloved by fans as well as fan activities.

Literally "dgjin culture". Another word for "fan culture", with an
emphasis on the creative aspect of it.

Literally "novel". The commonly used term for textual forms of
fiction in Japanese fandom, encompassing both online fiction
and fiction published in print dgjinshi.

Transliteration of the English "fan fiction" into Japanese. Used
much less than "shdsetsu". When used in Japanese, "fan
fikushon" is often understood to mean fanworks in general,
not textual fanworks in particular.

Sections of the economy oriented towards fans. Not quite
identical to "media industry"; the "otaku industry" is usually
said to include manga, anime, games, and various "fannish"
hobbies, but not live-action films or books.

To visit a location specifically because of its association with a
beloved bit of media.

Literally "genre". Can mean "genre" as the word is usually
understood in English, but can also mean the fandom in
which a fanwork is created.

Literally "virtual groom". A male fictional character that a fan
loves so much that they (jokingly) talk about being married to
them or wanting to marry them.

Literally "virtual bride". A female fictional character that a fan
loves so much that they (jokingly) talk about being married to
them or wanting to marry them.

Commonly used abbreviation of "fan fiction".

Literally "like-minded people". The term evolved into a general
word for "fannish" or "amateur" because of its association with
"dojinshi", and is used as a prefix for all kinds of media to
indicate that they're fanworks.

Can mean fanworks as well as the general culture around
fanworks.

Goodies like stickers, mugs, plushies and so on, created by
fans instead of by the commercial company who's licensed to
create official goodies.

A person's experiences as a fan.

One's fannish "curriculum vitae" - the history of fandoms
someone has bén part of, fan activities participated in, and so
on.

A work created by fans, making use of characters and other
elements from existing works.

A print work that collects multiple fanworks, for example all
works by a particular creator, works arond a single theme,
and so on.

A female character that possesses a penis or grows one in
the course of a story. A fairly common trope in Japanese
fanworks, usually sexually explicit ones.

Female-to-male crossdressing, for instance during cosplay.

Pairing up two female characters in a romantic and/or sexual
way. In English-speaking fandoms, the term is generally used
to refer to fanworks in which this happens, although "original
femslash" exists as well. In Japanese-speaking fandoms,
"yuri" is an equivalent term.

DDD Suitable Japanese terms may be Ry EDA Rk
Also "omatsuri". This is the word for traditional Japanese
festivals in general, an important aspect of Japanese culture
in many locations. Fan conventions are commonly referred to
by their participants as similar in atmosphere and purpose to
these traditional festivals.

Commonly used abbreviation of "fan fiction".

Abbreviation of "short story".

Sé "archive".

A short piece of fan fiction. There is no agrément on exactly
what "short" means.

Literally "two-dimensional". Often contrasted with "thré-
dimensional" to mean fictional things as opposed to "real-
world" things.

Literally "nonexisting".

In a fannish context, flyers are often placed at conventions
and dojin shops to announce upcoming conventions,
anthologies, and other fannish events.

Literally "for rotten". A way of indicating that a work is of the
yaoi variety.

Commercial or self-published (including fannish) works aimed
at a male audience.

Fanworks or commercial media aimed at a female audiene.
A commonly used rating or shorthand for sexually explicit
materials.

To gather several fans into a circle for the purpose of creating
some kind of fanwork together, often a dgjinshi.

An online forum, or a physical announcements board such as
those that can be found at some dgjin conventions.

Literally "fourth day". Refers to the day immediately after the
thré-day dojinshi convention Comiket, when dojin shops begin
to sell new dojinshi presented at Comiket and are overrun by
so many eager shoppers that the atmosphere inside the
shops is reminiscent of the throngs at Comiket itself.

Fanworks based on games.

An image file format.
A character, usually a young girl, who wears glasses

In the context of dgjinshi, the hall of a convention center
where a dgjin convention is held. For large conventions, it's
not unusual for different halls to have different "themes" or be
aimed at different audiences.

Bookbinding (of dgjinshi) done by hand, as opposed to by a
professional printing company.

A single-copy dgjinshi with hand-drawn and hand-written art
and text. Extremely rare now, but more common in the early
postwar decades when groups of manga afficianados simply
exchanged a dgjinshi among themselves because copying
was less affordable and there were few distribution channels
for dgjinshi.

Commonly used abbreviation of "hardware".

Literally 'normal pairing'. A pairing betwén a male and a
female character.

Heterosexual, involving male-female relationships.
Hiding fandom from non-fans, for example by keeping fannish
websites from being indexed by search engines.

Literally "holy ground". Locations that are important to the fan
community in general (such as Comiket or Akihabara) or to
particular fandoms (for instance the location where an anime
takes place) are often referred to as "seichi".

Literally 'copy book'. A dgjinshi printed at home rather than by
a professional printing company.

Personal website

A fairly clinical word for homosexuality.

Literally "like a dojinshi". When this term crops up outside of
fannish circles, it's usually to indicate that someone is self-
publishing a work in some way or form - not that the work has
anything to do with fanworks or fandom.

Intex Osaka, a very large convention center in Osaka where
many fan conventions take place.

A generally rectangle-shaped collection of tables at a
convention. Islands are often part of "blocks".

The spaces/tables at the corners of islands. Because there is
more room in front of these tables for people to line up, this is
usually where slightly more popular circles get their spaces.

Traditional Japanese music

The circle with whom one applies for participation in a
convention together.
A pairing or genre that's very popular.

A common abbreviation of the very popular manga magazine
Shounen JUMP, which is also used to mean fanworks based
on series that first appeared in JUMP.

A print work that's only available in a limited print run.
Generally refers to commercial works, since most self-
published dgjinshi have a limited print run by their very nature.

Fanworks based on novels.

A circle that chooses to create works for a particular fandom
not ot of love for the source work, but because it's popular
among dojinshi buyers and the circle is likely to sell much. Not
a positive term.

A common abbreviation of "lolicon".

In a fannish context, usually used to denote the lottery that
Comiket holds among the circle hopefuls (often numbering
around 50000) who applied to have one of the 35000 circle
spaces available for each Comiket.

A fan convention devoted to the sale of dgjin music.

A character dressed in a maid uniform, or a waitress and/or
cosplayer dressed in a maid uniform. Maid uniforms are very
popolar and common in Japanese popular media.

A cafe where the female staff dress up, generally in maid
costumes.

The sale of dgjinshi through mail order. Used to be done
betwén circles and buyers directly, now more commonly via
online stores.

Abbreviation of i&{5 BR5E

A very large/popular fandom or pairing

Male-to-female crossdressing, for instance during cosplay.

Manga report, a brief (often single-image) report about one's
experiences surrounding a dgjinshi convention. Comiket
prints manrepo in its catalog.

Fanworks based on a source work that is a manga.
Alternatively, fanworks based on the manga incarnation of a
story that was also released in other media like anime.

From "magic marker".
also mekamiri
Mechanical pencil, a tool frequently used by dgjinshi creators.

Non-fiction work published in a fannish context, generally
about topics relevant to fans.

A general expression for the assembly of spaces for circles
that sell non-fiction dgjinshi, particularly non-fiction that
consists of analysis of fannish topics (meta) or information
about topics of fannish interest.

A derisive term for the 1998 Copyright Term Extension Act
that extended copyright terms in the United States, used by
opponents of the act who claim it is suspicious that it
extended copyright terms just as the character of Mickey
Mouse was about to pass into the public domain under United
States law.

A ddjinshi convention around the topic of characters with
animal ears. Mimiket welcomes both fanworks and original
works.

Literally "bean book". A very tiny, usually hand-cut and hand-
bound dgjinshi.

Various kinds of merchandise sold at conventions.

In copyright law, an author's legally determined moral rights.

Application paper for participating in a convention or other
fannish activity

A ddjinshi made by several authors or several sakuru.

A circle that creates works for multiple fandoms, or a dgjinshi
containing works for multiple fandoms.

Literally "myriad things circle". A circle that creates works in
multiple genres/fandoms instead of limiting itself to one
fandom at a time, which is more common.

Fanworks about musicians or others involved in the music
business.

A ddjinshi that contains never before published material.

A circle's latest dojinshi which is being presented at a
convention for the first time. At conventions, there's often a
rush to buy the new dgjinshi of popular circles before they sell
out.

Literally 'cosplay forbidden'. Some conventions forbid cosplay
entirely.

An indication that a convention, archive and so on does not
permit real-person fanworks based on celebrities associated
with the Johnny's talent agency. Johnny's is famously
aggressive in protecting its legal rights to depictions of its
"tarento".

Literally a regular/normal person. Someone who is not
involved in fandom in any way.

Not suitable for those under 18.
Fanworks based on novels.

Number of books, generally used to indicate the number of
dojinshi printed/sold/etc.

An official (non-fannish) site.

A circle that consists of one person. More and more common
now that printing costs have gone down enough to make
printing a dojinshi financially doable for individuals.

To organize an event, for instance a dojinshi convention.

To organize a fan convention.

The organizer(s) of an event, for instance a dojinshi
convention.

BL works created in a fannish context that work with original
characters rather than incorporating characters or story
elements from existing media.

Slash works created in a fannish context that work with
original characters rather than incorporating characters or
story elements from existing media. Not generally used in
Japanese, and when it is, it's usually to refer to non-Japanese
original slash works.

Literally 'creation'. Dgjinshi or other self-published works that
work with original stories and characters rather than stories
and characters from existing works. Sousaku works are
nevertheless often created using "fannish" tropes, and
distributed in the same ways and alongside fanworks.
Comparable to "original fic". There are also conventions
dedicated to original self-published works that are advertised
in fannish spaces as well.

Commercial works or original self-published works aimed at a
male audience.

Commercial works or original self-published works aimed at a
female audience.

A media trend concentrated in the early 1990s when
Japanese mass media tended to write very negatively about
(especially male) fans and their supposed antisocial
tendencies. The trend began around August 1989, when the
"Miyazaki murders" came to light, and lasted several years.

A store catering to a fannish audience, for example a dgjin
shop, manga and anime store, cosplay store, and so on.

Pér to pér filesharing software.
The page numbers as indicated on manga pages.
The two characters who are paired up in a fanwork in a

romantic and/or sexual way. "Kappuringu" comes from the
English "couple". Synonyms include the English "ship".

Paper bag, usually printed with characters, often in elaborate
and beautiful color print. Distributed at conventions by media
companies, and sometimes as fan-made goodies as well.

Parody. Frequently used to refer to fanworks or derivative
works in general as well.

A common abbreviation of "parody".

Literally 'general participation'. Taking part in a convention as
anything but a circle, cosplayer, company, or convention
staffer, generally with the aim of buying things.

To participate in a convention with the primary aim of doing
cosplay.

To participate in a convention not by having one's own circle
space, but by asking another circle to display one's dgjinshi
on their table and sell them. Some conventions have separate
consignment sale corners as well.

A delivery service, now defunct, that used to have booths at
some fan conventions.

The percentage of dojinshi at a convention that contain
entirely new material. Doujinshi creators tend to publish new
dojinshi at conventions with the largest potential audience,
meaning that some conventions like Comiket have a higher
"shinkanritsu” than others.

A copy intended for personal use only. Making a copy for
personal use is generally permitted under Japanese copyright
law.

Intended for personal use.
Adobe's Photoshop editing software.

Piracy of media. Can also mean piracy of manga or dgjinshi.

An image-sharing site that is an important hub for the sharing
of graphic fanworks, particularly for fan communities that
communicate in Japanese and other Asian languages,
although there are also users from elsewhere.

A dgjinshi that traces or copies parts of a source work. This is
frowned upon.

Plot, topic, story, trope, narrative element.

A small flag or poster that is raised above a circle space at a
convention, often displaying a sample of the circle's art and
the circle name.

Printing company, often a company that specializes in printing
of dgjinshi and other fanworks.

A professional creator.
Abbreviation of "pennému".

Derived from the English "pen name". A pseudonym used by
a fan to identify themselves within fannish contexts.

The commercial publishing industry.

Publishing online, generally in a way that's freely accessible
to all.

Aline that forms at fan convention and other fannish
occasions towards a company booth or a popular circle's
space. Depending on the size of the convention, queues can
get very long, and staff members may get involved in
organizing the lines. At Comiket, for instance, it's not unusual
to queue for an hour to reach a popular booth. Queues may
be organized outside of the convention halls to save space
inside, and staff are frequently sén herding sections of these
outside queues through the mass of people inside to reach
whatever space or booth they were lining up for. The people
in such queues will often raise a hand in the air to distinguish
the queue group from the throng of people they are pushing
through, to prevent people who weren't lining up outside from
sneaking into the queue.

A rating indicating that a work is only suitable for those 18
years or older, and may not be sold to or viewed by people
under 18. Usually means sexually explicit content in a fannish
context, but can also be DDD. Works rated R18 is not the
same as "obscene" works; works rated R18 are only limited to
a certain age group, while "obscene" works may not be legally
sold or viewed by anyone at all.

A rating indicating that a fanwork is only suitable for those 15
years or older. Can mean some sexual content, but not very
explicit.

A dojinshi that features fictional works starring existing
people.

Fanworks based on real people. For works using non-
Japanese people, the English term RPS (real person slash) is
sometimes used as well. Real-person fanworks are in a
different legal category than derivative works.

Fan fiction that features existing people.
Slash fan fiction that features existing people.

A young person or adult who refuses to leave their room. A
recently pathologized phenomenon in Japan. Hikikomori are
not necessarily fans, but "hikikomori" and "otaku" are not
rarely linked in the popular imagination.

A twice-yearly dojinshi convention for Touhou project fandom.
Full name is Hakurei Jinja Reitaisai (15 B8 #£t 5l K £2).

A character that acts out both seme and uke roles.

A manga written by several people in succession.

The sailor-inspired (girls') uniform characteristic of many
Japanese schools. A common trope in fanworks as well as in
commercial media.

Abbreviation of [[Saint Seiya]].

An expression indicating that the sale of a dojinshi or other
fanwork has bén discontinued, for instance because the
circle/shop has run out of stock, because the circle has
already left its space for the day, or because convention staff
has determined that a work potentially violates laws or
convention rules. S& "mihonshi".

A card placed on a circle's space to indicate that sales of one
or more of the circle's works have bén suspended. Sé "sale
discontinued".

At dgjinshi conventions, someone who is not a member of a
circle but who assists the circle with sales at their space.
Usually friends who voluntér, but sometimes paid helpers as
well.

A sample ddjinshi. These are used in dojin shops for
customers (all other copies of a dgjinshi in a shop are
generally shrinkwrapped), at conventions by circles to let
potential buyers check a dojinshi without dirtying the rest of
the stock, or also at conventions by circles who néd to
present a dojinshi to convention staff (who néd to verify that a
dgjinshi contains nothing that violates any laws or convention
rules).

A circle consisting of people who are part of the same manga-
centric club at a school or university.

The standard dark blue (girls') swimsuit used by Japanese
schools. A common trope in fanworks as well as in
commercial media.

Being informed whether or not one's circle has bén selected
to participate in a convention. This generally refers to
Comiket, since few other conventions have so many more
applications than spaces that they néd to assign spaces by
lottery.

Literally 'publishing with private money'. Fannish dgjinshi are
generally described as a form of self-publishing, and also
count as such under (for instance) tax laws.

Literally "voluntary restraint". Designates the various
measures fanworks authors take to make their works
compliant with anti-obscenity laws and other formal or
informal rules that are imposed by the law, or by entities such
as dojin shops or convention organizers, largely to keep the
dojinshi community from attracting unwelcome police or
media attention.

Derived from the verb "semeru" (attack). The dominant
partner in yaoi. Comparable to "top" in slash

A dgjinshi creator whose work has bén picked up by
commercial publishing houses, but who is not considered a
full-time professional mangaka (yet).

Abbreviation of [[Sailor Moon]].

Abbreviation of "science fiction".

Seé "pairing".

Sé "pairing".

A dojinshi created by a single creator/a circle consisting of
one person. This used to be the exception, but a majority of
dgjinshi are created as kojinshi nowadays. Advances in
printing technology have made dojinshi creation and

distribution cheaper so that there's less of a financial néd for
people to form a circle together.

A sketchbook in which a fan collects illustrations by their
favorite dojin artists, by leaving the sketchbook at a circle's
space during a convention and picking it up a few hours later.
Often abbreviated to 'sukebu'.

Common abbreviation of "sketchbook".

A sign or card saying that a circle is willing to take
sketchbooks during a convention.

Pairing up two male characters in a romantic and/or sexual
way. In English-speaking fandoms, the term is generally used
to refer to fanworks in which this happens, although "original
slash" exists as well. In Japanese-speaking fandoms, "BL" or
"yaoi" are equivalent terms.

Literally "cow's pace circle". A circle that doesn't help buyers
as promptly as they could. The implication is that the circle
may be dawdling on purpose so that a line will form in front of
their space, making them look more popular than they
actually are and potentially drawing more fans who might
come to sé what the fuss is about.

An idea developed by Joseph Nye to indicate influence that
comes from being liked rather than from coercion. The term is
often used in the context of Japanese popular culture's
worldwide appeal.

Commonly used abbreviation of "software".

Round robin in story format. Can be a piece of fan fiction as
well as an original story.

The (generally copyrighted) work on which a fanwork is
based.

The table, or part of a table, where a circle at a convention
can sell its works. Spaces are numbered and listed in
catalogs to enable buyers to locate circles.

Literally "the story coming to light". Information contained in a

recently released bit of media that might "spoil" the surprise
for people who haven't seen it yet.
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An expression used to warn readers that upcoming content,
fannish or otherwise, contains spoilers.

Fanworks about sports players.

Convention staff, which very often consists mostly or entirely
of voluntérs.

Taking part in a convention as a staff member.

The edition of Comiket which takes place for thré days every
year in the middle of August during the Obon holiday.

A building in the lkebukuro neighborhood of Tokyo where
many fan conventions take place.

Tacit consent or toleration out of good will (by creators with
regard to derivative works)

At fan conventions, the last person in a line of people queuing
up to reach a company booth or a popular circle's space. The
person at the end of the line often has a plaque indicating that
queuing shold start there, a plaque that is handed on
whenever a new person joins the line.

A visual fanwork that lacks the small censorship measures
that are generally taken to prevent a work from running afoul
of anti-obscenity laws in Japan, for instance small bars or
mosaics to (partly) cover genitalia.

Literally "cosmology". The world of a particular piece of fiction.
Comparable to "verse" in English-speaking fandoms.

A dgjinshi circle that is famous among other fans and sells a
very large number of dgjinshi.

A circle that's so popular that they get assigned a space with
their backs to the wall, where they have more room to bring
many boxes of merchandise and there is more room for many
people to line up in front of the space.

A content warning attached to fanwork that tells readers if the
work contains any mature or potentially triggering content.
Attaching warnings is standard practice in many English-
speaking fan communities, but much less prevalent in
Japanese fan communities.

The edition of Comiket which takes place for thré days every
year during the last days of December.

General term for a (fan)work.

Alarge English-language image site for fannish and original
yaoi art.
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A genre that involves relationships betwén male characters,
most often written by and for women. Said to be a contraction
of the phrase "yama nashi, ochi nashi, imi nashi" - "no climax,
no point, no meaning". Yaoi originated in dgjinshi as a fannish
genre and was then adopted by commercial media
publishers. "Yaoi" is largely synonymous with "boys' love",
although it tends to be used in the context of fanworks rather
than commercial works; fanworks are referred to with both
"yaoi" and "boys' love", while commercial works are referred
to as "boys' love". In English, the term "yaoi" is used only in
English-speaking fandoms of Japanese works. In English-
speaking fandoms of non-Japanese works, "slash" is an
equivalent term.

Pairing up two female characters in a romantic and/or sexual
way. In English,the term is used only in English-speaking
fandoms of Japanese works. In English-speaking fandoms of
non-Japanese works, "femslash" is an equivalent term.

A shuttle train that runs past the Tokyo Big Sight convention
center, where many dgjinshi conventions take place.
