Host Bio: Donovan is a PhD student at the 
German Research Center for Geoscience (GFZ) 
in Potsdam, Germany, investigating how the 
loss of glaciers due to climate change alters 
the shapes of mountains and (formerly) 
glaciated landscapes. His work takes him 
around the world, from icefields in Alaska to 
mountain huts in Switzerland, as he studies 
how cold regions respond to climate change. 
We will discuss the geochemical clues that 
geoscientists use to investigate landscapes, 
and the consequences of climate change for 
cold (and specifically mountainous) places.

Host Bio: Chloe studies the chemistry of 
seafloor sediment in order to understand past 
ocean conditions. Chloe is a postdoc at the 
Center for Marine Environmental Sciences 
(MARUM) in Bremen, Germany working on an 
international project to understand the 
changes in ocean conditions near Southern 
Africa over the last 8,000 years. She is excited 
to talk to you about ocean mud, ocean-going 
science, and how scientists study past ocean 
conditions.

Host Bio: Julia is a PhD candidate in the 
Department of Earth & Environment at 
Boston University. She studies techniques 
that can be used to predict how fast plants 
are doing photosynthesis, using signals that 
can be measured at the leaf level or from 
satellite instruments in space! This will help 
us learn more about how much carbon plants 
can keep out of the atmosphere, and about 
the trees that improve our own lives in urban 
areas. We will talk about how plants turn 
sunlight into energy, and about cool 
technologies for measuring light. 

Host Bio: Beth is a PhD Candidate at Boston 
Univesity. She sudies how changes in the 
expression of instructions (RNA) in lung cells 
effect diseases. She focuses mostly on 
smoking related diseases such as Chronic 
Obstructive Pulmonary Disease (COPD) and 
lung cancer. She is excited to to talk to you 
about the changes that can occur in your 
lungs when you get sick or are exposed to 
pollution as well as how computer science 
can help us understand biology. Presentation 
will be tailored to the age range that signs up.
