Hemlock varnish shelf/ reishi Ganoderma tsugae iconic on dead/dying hemlock logs

Should be relatively fully formed in 
July, large and fan-shaped with 
gradient of color from dark orange at 
base (where attached to wood) to 
white at the outer edges

Chanterelle Cantharellus spp. iconic
forest floor, especially beneath 
hemlock

Tend to grow in clusters, sometimes 
sprout out of mossy patches on forest
