This high-resolution Planet SkySat image shows the plant and its surroundings on August 23, 2022. ROCKET ATTACK Working with ground photographs of bomb strikes and rocket engine impacts on Kharkiv, Ukraine, open source intelligence researcher Michael Sheldon identified an area along the Russia/Ukraine border that was the likely source of the attacks. Examining Planet’s archive of daily data over the area, he spotted this smoke plume in an image from February 27, 2022. The plume, rising from a probable Multiple Launch Rocket System (MLRS), was oriented in the the direction of Kharkiv.2022/02/27

MILITARY BUILDUP In late 2021 and early 2022, Russian troops began massing near the borders of Ukraine. This pair of high-resolution SkySat images shows the buildup of infrastructure and vehicles near the Russian town of Yelnya between October 12 and December 29, 2021. The location is about 160 miles (260 kilometers) north of the Ukrainian border and 60 miles (100 kilometers) from Belarus. While western officials warn the troop buildup could presage an attack on Ukraine, Russian media assert the movements are simply part of military exercises.2021/12/29
